Witnesseth.  That the party of the first part, in consideration of One Hundred and thirteen acres of land lying on the waters of Hoods Creek, Crittenden County Kentucky.  Said Second party, also is to pay one note held on said first party by.  J. W. Blue for two hundred and twenty four dollars, as difference in Value of the Lands hereby exchanged, hath bargained and sold, and by these presents do convey and confirm unto the said party of the Second part his heirs and assigns forever, a certain tract or parcel of land lying in the County of Crittenden and State of Kentucky, and described as follows.  viz:

Beginning on a double white oak on the waters of Hoods Creek, thence up a drain with the meanders to where King’s fences originally struck the drain, thence with Kings fence to a Spanish oak, thence South 78 degrees W 50 poles to a Spanish oak, thence S70 degrees W52 poles to a dogwood, thence S36 poles to a white oak thence East 156 poles to a black oak, with Crisp’s line, thence North 61 poles to a stake thence N 27 W 45 poles to a stake, thence South ... [from another document  “4 poles to an ash tree N74 W60 poles to the beginning containing 82 acres more or less.”]
To have and to hold the same with the appurtenances and assigns forever, and the said party of the first part, doth further covenant with the said party of the second part that they will warrant and forever defend the title to the foregoing described land and promises from the claim of all persons claiming the same or any part thereof.  A lien is hereby retained upon the property hereby conveyed as Security for the payment of the said note for unpaid purchase money.  –
