I Leave my well beloved wife Elizabeth Luney and my beloved son Joseph Luney to be my Sole Executors next I leave to my beloved grandson John Luney one shilling sterling all the remainder of my Bodily Estate after my funeral Charge and Lawful Debts are paid I give and bequeath to my well beloved wife Elizabeth to Live on and use as she please During her natural Life and then to decend to my beloved son Joseph at her death the rest of my children having already got all that I Alow to them of my Estate.
